New Learn To Sail fee ($25)

Our Learn To Sail (LTS) program has been very popular
over the past few years, and we have been adding more
days available for new sailors to learn and practice their
new skills. It's been observed that this extra "boat time"
has taken a maintenance toll on our club's fleet of Flying
Scots and Sunfish. The MSC Board approved a $25 fee
for LTS participants to help cover this increased mainte-
nance cost. This is a one time $25 fee (per sailing sea-
son) for members wishing to participate in LTS days.
Many LTS participants soon qualify for and upgrade their
membership to the MSC Community Sailing Program
(CSP). For LTS members upgrading to CSP, the $25 fee
will apply towards the CSP upgrade cost. In other words,
if a new member wishes to join CSP they should first join
as a LTS member($35 plus $25 = $60). Once their sail-
ing skills have been certified by a LTS instructor, they can
upgrade to CSP for an additional $165 fee (instead of the
normal $190) and start using club boats.

Back in the "olden" days sailors relied on sextant and watch to derive their po-
sition at sea from the Sun and the stars. Now with a push of a button, a sailor
(or motorist for that matter) can get that same position quicker and easier from
the man-made GPS satellites circling our globe. However, whether your blue
water sailing dreams are just that or you've "been there, done that", it's always
good to have a back up system, especially since GPS is controlled by the U.S. Department of Defense
who does not necessarily guarantee continuous public access. All seminar participants will have the op-
portunity to use a sextant, and learn how to "reduce" a sextant sight down to a "line of position".

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More notes from the Stowaway.
After cruising around the Pacific Islands it was decided to take the boat down
to Perth for an overhaul and maintenance; this gave me the opportunity to slip
ashore and enjoy living without having to constantly hide under the covers of the
Longboat.
We berthed beside the full size copy of the Endeavour, (Captain Cooke's fa-
mous boat in which he made his many voyages around the world) Going own
the Swan river in the Ferry | passed though big fleets of racing sailboats from the many Yacht clubs
lining the river. They all had their Spinnakers set and it made a wonderful sight. They are fortunate
in that the wind usually reverses direction each day so that they can often use their Spinnakers both
coming and going. They also have the advantage of 90 degree weather which is just a little different
to the temperatures that you have been
getting in Pittsburgh. There were big
ocean going racers, beautiful classic
Dragons and many small dinghies all
keeping their course and avoiding the
ferry. It was good to see young kids con-
centrating on keeping their spinnakers full
as they shot past the ferry which was do-
ing a good 15 knots.
As in many seaports there was a mu-
seum full of real ships, parts of ships and
ship' gear. The racing dinghies with their
delicate 1'4" lap strake planking was a
delight to see and the heavy gear on the
old fishing boats made you wonder how
sailors had the strength to sail them.
Perth is a beautiful city and just like Pitts-
burgh you can climb up to the top of an
escarpment and look down on all the
buildings, river and action going on down
below. The river goes down to the port of
Freemantle about 6 miles away.
| managed to get a job in one of the
boat yards and to my delight | was given
a job to reeve a new Flag halyard on the
Top mast of what I consider to be "My"
Sailing Vessel. Rather cheekily | said
"Good Morning" to the Captain and en-
joyed the view from above looking down
on the Tarp covered Long boat that was
my hiding place for many weeks. This
task and others enabled me to secrete a
few stores under the Longboat cover for
future use. Yes! | intend to stowaway
again on the next fairly short voyage
across the Tasman sea to New Zealand.
