To be eligible to reserve a boat, you

1. Must be a current Moraine Sailing Club (MSC) member in good standing.

2. You must have passed a basic sailing qualification for the class of boat that you wish to reserve.

3. Have written approval from the MSC Community Sailing Program (CSP) Director.

4. Agree to abide by the reservation rules.

Once you are eligible, you will be assigned a username/password (if you don't already have one), and you will be able to use it to login to the boat reservation system.

What are the basic sailing qualifications?


The Club uses the 19 U.S. Sailing Certification Standards:

7. Tacking

8. Sail Trim

16. Weight Placement/Hull Trim

Basic sailing qualification for the Optimists or Sunfish boats includes successful completion of any of the following:

1. A U.S. Sailing Basic Sailing Course, 

2. An American Red Cross Basic Sailing Course, 

3. The Moraine Trails Council BSA Small Boat Sailing Merit Badge, or

4. The MSC Basic Sailing Qualification Checklist.  

Other instruction, experience or demonstrated skills can satisfy the qualification requirement, but the qualification must be approved in writing by the MSC Community Sailing Program Director.

What are the reservation rules?

1. Community Sailing Program (CSP) members have priority for boat reservations up to 24 hours in advance of a reservation date/time and can reserve any of the club-maintained boats for which they are qualified with no additional rental fees.  Other Club-sponsored activities (e.g., Youth Sailing programs) also have priority for reservation of the boats. CSP members must be prepared to share boats with other CSP members.

2. All other MSC members who have qualified are able to reserve the club-maintained Optimists and Sunfish on a non-priority basis (24 hours in advance) for a fee.  Current fees are:

Optimists: $5.00/day

Sunfish: $10.00/day

3. Members must be responsible in their use of the reservation system and considerate of other members.  If your plans change, you should cancel your reservation as soon as possible.

4. Members are responsible for their own safety and must wear a properly fitting U.S. Coast Guard approved Personal Flotation Device (PFD) at all times while out on the water.

5. Members may take guests out on club-maintained boats, but are responsible for the safety of their guests and must ensure that U.S. Coast Guard approved PFDs are worn by their guests at all times while out on the water and that the maximum capacity limits of the boats is not exceeded.

6. Members are responsible for returning all equipment used to its proper storage location and condition or turning the equipment over to another qualified member who agrees to take responsibility for de-rigging and put away.

7. Members are responsible for property damage or bodily injury resulting from their use of club-maintained boats including salvage expenses resulting from capsizes and damage to other boats or injuries to people on other boats resulting from collisions with other boats.  Members are expected to report the damage to the Community Sailing Program Director or boat manager.

8. Members are responsible for abiding by whatever boat reservation/sign out log system is determined necessary by the CSP Program Director and/or Boat Manager(s).

9. The Community Sailing Program Director is responsible for and has the authority to discontinue an individual's eligibility to reserve boats for failure to comply with the program rules of operation or other just cause.

How do I pay the rental fee?

Make checks payable to “Moraine Sailing Club” and include the type of rental and date in the memo area of the check (e.g., Sunfish rental, 7/4/2004).

Why do Community Sailing Program members have more privileges?

Community Sailing Program members pay a higher Club membership fee and do the volunteer work to maintain the boats. The Optimists and Sunfish are less expensive to maintain and easier to maintain than the bigger, more complex boats.
